Total Number of Credit HRS.

A Total number = 120
A PSYC classes = 35
A 12071 35 = 85 (CREDITS LEFT)

A EXAMPLE:

A student brings in a total of 24 credit hrs
(AP,DUAL, or IB) this will leave the student with

61 credit hrs. left to complete (85 -24).

This means that the student still needs a total of
61 credit hrs to fulfill the degree.

Course Sequence

Both degrees require 35 hours of Psychology.
There are FOUR prerequisites for upper level PSYC courses.
Prerequisites must be taken in this order:

15t semester: PSYC 107 Introduction to Psychology

& MATH 141/166 (precalculus or higher)
2"d semester: PSYC 203 Statistics
3'd semester: PSYC 204 Experimental Psychology

When all 4 are complete, you may enter upper level PSYC courses.
