Foundation Courses
Course Sequence

Â Both degrees require 35 hours of Psychology.

Â There are FOUR prerequisites for upper level PSYC courses.

Â Prerequisites must be taken in this order:

Â 1st semester:       PSYC 107  Introduction to Psychology

Â & MATH 141/166 (precalculus or higher)

Â 2nd semester: PSYC 203 Statistics

Â 3rd semester: PSYC 204 Experimental Psychology

Â When all 4 are complete, you may enter upper level PSYC courses.



KINE 199 & 198 Requirements

ÂKINE 199 - Must be taken S/U (pass/fail)

Â -Howdy will automatically set the class to 
S/U when you register ïdonôt change it!

Â -If any additional KINE 199 are taken you 
can choose to take it for a letter grade

ÂKINE 198 - Can be taken either S/U or for a 
letter grade

Â - cannot be repeated

Â* ONLY ONE transfer KINE course will count as 
a 199. KINE 198 must be taken at A&M.
